CONTEST OVERVIEW

The key club family members are encouraged to participate in convention contest in order to build spirit and to celebrate the achievements of both the club and the individuals within the club. Below is a brief explanation of the contests that will be held at the convention next March

For additional information on all of the “District and International level contests”, please visit the Key Club International Guidebook “Contests and Awards”.

All contest submissions that are not judged in advance must be turned in by the close of Registration on the first day at the District Convention. Only clubs that attend the convention are eligible to win awards. Follow the rules as provided by Key Club International for all “District and International Level Contests” and rules in the information packet for all District Level Contests”. The Caribbean Atlantic District adheres to the rules and Guidelines of Key Club International, except for the talent competition. The decisions of the judges in all contests will be final. On any form where proper signatures are required, only those entries with signatures will be judged. The location for contest/report acceptance will clearly identified at the convention center.  Certain contests winners must be sent by the District to Key Club International for submission into International competition. All other entries are to be picked up on the last morning of the convention. All contest entries not retrieved will de discarded at the conclusion of the convention.

District and International Level Contests

All district and International level contests submission that should be brought to the Annual District Convention must be presented to the Convention Office before the deadline on the morning of the first day of convention. Only clubs that attend the convention are eligible to submit entries and win awards.
DISTINGUISHED CLUB AWARD (C1)
The Distinguished Club Award program shall provide recognition to individual Key Clubs for their overall performance in the combined areas of club administration, membership and leadership development. Kiwanis family involvement, service and fundraising as judged against a pre-established standard of excellence. Entries are judged based upon achieving a percentage of accumulated points in the categories of the Club Annual Achievement Report. Only activities that occur from district convention to district convention shall be included. Appropriate recognition will be a warded to those clubs that qualify under the rules stated. 

CLUB POSTER CONTEST (C2)
The poster should be designed to recruit NEW MEMBERS for Key Club, and should not bear the name of any school, community or district. All entries are judged and awards will be given to the first, second and third place entries. Guidelines for the contest including size restrictions can be found in the Key Club International Guidebook. The first and second place district winners will be eligible to compete in the International competition, but winners are responsible for submitting the entry at the International Convention.

CLUB VIDEO CONTEST (C3)
The video should be a promotional video for Key Club as an organization and/or the Key Club within its respective school/community. Guidelines for participation in this contest can be found in the Key Club International Gu9idebook. Awards will be given to the first, second and third place entries. Rules to enter this contest are located in the Key Club International Guidebook. The first and second place district winners will be eligible to compete in the International competition, but winners are responsible for submitting the entry at the International convention

MAJOR EMPHASIS PROGRAM AWARD (C4)
The award is presented to clubs that, through unselfish efforts, has produced the best Major emphasis Program Project. The activity described can cover any phase of Key Club Major Emphasis involvement during the year from district convention to district convention. The report may include newspaper clippings, substantiating photographs, or other pertinent information. All entries are judged and awards will be given to the first, second and third place.  Clubs are reminded to follow carefully the contest rules located in the current year’s Key Club International Guidebook. The first place district winner will be eligible to compete in the International Contest, and will be submitted by the district.

SINGLE SERVICE REPORT (C5)
Using the official Key Club single Service Report form, a club may enter its best single project dedicated to service within the school or community during the past year ( from District Convention to District Convention). Clubs shall compete with other clubs of similar size within four membership categories: Bronze: (35 or fewer members), Silver: (36-60 members), Gold (61-85 members), and Platinum (more than 85 members). First, second and third place will be awarded in each membership category. The first place district winner will be eligible to compete in the International contest, and will be submitted by the District
YEAR IN REVIEW CONTEST – TRADITIONAL (SCRAPBOOK) (C6)
Clubs are encouraged to enter a scrapbook containing pictures, souvenirs, newspaper clippings and other mementos of the Key Club Service year (from district convention to district convention) Each scrapbook must be divided into the following categories: Service to the  School; Service to the community; Fundraising Projects; Assistance to Kiwanis Projects; and Miscellaneous. Each category must be tabbed accordingly. All entries are judged and awards will be given to the first, second and third place entries. The first and second place district winners will be eligible to compete in the International competition, but winners are responsible for submitting the entry at the International convention. Clubs are reminded to follow carefully the contest rules located in the Key Club International Guidebook. Be sure to include the cost form, located in the Guidebook. 

YEAR IN REVIEW CONTEST – NON-TRADITIONAL (SCRAPBOOK) (C7)
A club may enter a non-traditional scrapbook or composition  of other media containing pictures, souvenirs, examples, newspaper clippings, or other representation of its activities during the club Service year ( defined as being from district convention to district convention). Each scrapbook must be divided into the following categories: Service to School, Service to Community, Fundraising Projects, Assistance to Kiwanis Projects, and miscellaneous. No audio, visual, or computer equipment will be allowed as part of the entry. The entry must be sturdy to allow handling by judges as necessary. All entries are judged and awards will be given to the first, second and third place entries. The first and second place district winners will be eligible to compete in the International competition, but winners are responsible for submitting the entry at the International convention. The clubs are reminded to follow carefully the Key Club International Guidebook rules. Be sure to include the cost form located in the Guidebook, on the inside front cover of the scrapbook.

PARTNERS IN SERVICE (C8)

The Partners in Service Award is presented to each Key Club that has participated in at least one (1) project with each official partner during the administrative year.
MEMBERSHIP GROWTH AWARD (C9)
The Club Membership Growth Award program shall provide recognition to individual Key Clubs for exhibiting outstanding club membership growth in a single year.   A qualifying club shall be defined as a Key Club in good standing for at least two years. . A report on growth will be produced on February 15 to analyze club growth percentages from District Convention to cut off date. Clubs shall compete with other clubs of similar size within four membership categories based upon membership from the previous year: Bronze, being 35 members or less; Silver, being 46 to 60 members; Gold, being 61 to 85 members, and Platinum, being 86 members or more.  The club with the largest growth percentage in each of the membership categories shall be deemed the first place winner
EARLY DUES RECOGNITION (C10)
All clubs that submit current year’s dues to Key Club International by October 31 will be recognized for paying dues early. The recognition for Early Bird Dues is sent directly from Key Club International. This award is presented to Divisions that achieve 100% dues payment by October 31.
ORATORY (I4)
The topic for the Oratorical Competition will be advised by Key Club International. Each orator will be allowed a maximum of five minutes for his/her presentation concerning this topic. The speech must be prepared and rehearsed in advance. Consult the rules regarding this contest located in Key Club International Guidebook. Judging will be based upon clarity of the message, depth, originality, organization, reference, grammar, word choice, posture, voice and the attention of the audience. The oratorical preliminaries will beheld as announced in the convention agenda. The three top finalists will speak at the Awards session of the convention where prizes for first, second and third places will be awarded. The first place winner will be eligible for competition at the International Convention

TALENT (I5)

Individual or club groups may audition for the talent contest. An entry may take ay form as long as it is entertaining and in good taste. Only one act from anyone Key Club can enter. The top acts selected in preliminary judging, will perform at the talent session during the awards session of the convention. Awards will be given to the first, second and third place acts as well as the Most Entertaining Award.

IMPROMPTU ESSAY (I6)
Any Key Clubber is eligible to enter this contest. This award will be given to the best essay written on a topic not know to the  contestants until they are in the contest room ready to begin and completed within the time limit. The essay will be evaluated on grammatically accuracy, development of topic and originality and clarity of thought. Suitable awards will be given to the top three entrants

RECOGNITION PROGRMS FOR DISTRICT OFFICERS 

 An evaluation is made on the basis of pre-established criteria. This is not a contest between district officers but recognition of an individual’s performance. Only persons elected or officially appointed to their positions may be submitted for considerations. In order to be eligible for this award the nominee must have complied with all aspects of the Bylaws and duties of District Officers. A nomination form is required.
OUTSTANDING DISTRICT GOVERNOR (K1)
This award will be given to the District Governor who satisfy criteria in the combined areas of District By-Laws and Board Policy; Board Governance and administration; Strategic plan coordination; Correspondence and Newsletter distribution;, Advising, directing, selecting and controlling board officials; Board meetings DCON and ICON attendance; , Kiwanis family involvement and reporting and Service to home, school and community.
OUTSTANDING DISTRICT BULLETIN EDITOR (K2)
This award will be given to the District Bulletin Editor who performs with excellence in the combined areas of Board correspondence, publication and distribution of the District publications utilizing the Key Club Graphic standards; Attendance at Board meetings and other Key Club functions; Responsible behaviour, Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting; Service to home, school and community.

OUTSTANDING DISTRICT SECRETARY (K3)
This award will be given to the District Secretary who performs with excellence in the combined areas of District By-Laws and Board policy; Parliamentary procedure, Board minutes and Board meeting planning; Club member Training; Board correspondence; Attendance at Board meetings and other Key Club functions; Responsible behaviour, Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting; Service to home, school and community.

OUTSTANDING DISTRICT TREASURER (K4)
This award will be given to the District Treasurer who performs with excellence in the combined areas of District By-Laws and Board policy; Board correspondence, delinquent dues notification; financial accountabilities and reporting; Attendance at Board meetings and other Key Club functions; Club member Training; Responsible behaviour, Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting; Service to home, school and community.

OUTSTANDING DISTRICT SECRETARY-TREASURER (K5)
This award will be given to the District Secretary-Treasurer who performs with excellence in the combined areas of District By-Laws and Board policy; Parliamentary procedure, Board minutes and Board meeting planning; Club member Training; Board correspondence, delinquent dues notification; financial accountabilities and reporting; Attendance at Board meetings and other Key Club functions; Responsible behaviour, Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting; Service to home, school and community.

OUTSTANDING DISTRICT LT. GOVERNOR (K6)
This award will be given to the District Lt. Governor who has excellence in personal qualifications and performs with excellence in the combined areas of District By-Laws and Board policy; Parliamentary procedure; Club Visitation and Rally Organizing; Directing and controlling Club officers; Dues collection and Club growth, Attendance at Board meetings and other Key Club functions; Responsible behaviour, Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting; Service to home, school and community.

District Level Contests

District level contests submission that should be brought to the Annual District Convention must be presented to the Convention Office before the deadline on the morning of the first day of convention. Only clubs that attend the convention are eligible to submit entries and win awards.
DISTRICT PROJECT AWARD (D1)
This award is given to the top three Clubs that have rendered the most meaningful service through the district Project.  Submissions are judged by all round project value as to service rendered, recipients benefit and club member involvement. Kindly note that this project may NOT be the same as the Single Service Project. First, second and third place awards will be given, regardless of club size. A contest submission form is required

KIWANIS FAMILY RELATIONS AWARD (D2)
In order to main good relations within the Kiwanis family and recognize those clubs that excel in Kiwanis Family Relations. This award is given for clubs with activity that works with Kiwanis, Circle K, Builders or K-Kids clubs. An award will be given in the four membership categories, Bronze, Silver, Gold and Platinum. A contest submission form is required.

OUTSTANDING KIWANIS ADVISOR (D3)
A single Kiwanian will be recognized for his or her outstanding service to the Key Club program. The nomination requires a letter of recommendation from a Key Club officer or member and the Kiwanis President or Officer. The recipient will be evaluated on his or her ability to work with students, consistency and quality of overall performance as an advisor, and overall feelings towards this person by club members. A nomination form is required.

OUTSTANDING FACULTY ADVISOR (D4)
This award is given to a single individual who has offered exemplary service as a club advisor. The nomination must include letters of recommendation from the Key Club President, a school official and the sponsoring Kiwanis Club. A nomination form is required.

OUTSTANDING CLUB BULLETIN (D5)
This award is presented to the club with the highest score for the pre-established criteria for Club Bulletin.

OUTSTANDING CLUB WEBSITE (D6)

The Website should be a promotion and information portal for the club. This award is given to the club that utilizes Key Club Graphics standards in their site design and obtain the highest score for the pre-established criteria for the club Website.
DISTRICT EARLY BIRD (D7)
All clubs that pay their district dues to Key Club International by October 31 will be recognize for paying dues early. This award is presented to the club whose dues are received first in the District.
OUTSTANDING MONTHLY REPORTING (D8)
This award is presented to the club with the highest score for the pre-established criteria for Monthly reporting
BOARD OFFICER APPRECIATION AWARD (D9)
The district Board Officer that in the opinion of the Board of Directors consistently performs above and beyond the call of duty shall be given this award.
DISTRICT ADMINISTRATOR AWARD (D10)

Any key club member who demonstrates commitment to the ideals and core values of Key Club International, and participates in Club and District activities   on occasions beyond the call of duty shall be given this award. The District Administrator shall be the sole adjudicator of this award. A nomination is required.
DISTRICT GOVERANCE APPRECIATION AWARD(S) (D11)

This appreciation award shall be given to all members of the District Board who in the opinion of the Kiwanis Committee on Key Club have performed beyond the call of duty.

Each Club officer will be judged on the basis of pre-established criteria for the position held. Only persons elected or officially appointed to their positions may be submitted for considerations. In order to be eligible for this award the nominee must have complied with all aspects of the Bylaws and duties of Club Officers. Nominations must be received by the District Administrator by the deadline.  A nomination form is required.
DISTINGUISHED CLUB PRESIDENT (O1)
This award is presented to the Club President who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of President.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Plan and direct club activities and provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty

DISTINGUISHED CLUB VICE PRESIDENT (O2)
This award is presented to the Club Vice President who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Vice President.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Organise club committees reporting and coordinate club member training.  Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty.

DISTINGUISHED CLUB SECRETARY (O3)
This award is presented to the Club Secretary who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Secretary.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Plan and direct board meetings and complete meeting minutes. Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty

DISTINGUISHED CLUB TREASURER (O4)
This award is presented to the Club Treasurer who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Treasurer.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Develop and execute dues collecting procedure and complete financial reports. Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty

DISTINGUISHED CLUB SECRETATY-TREASURER (O5)
This award is presented to the Club Secretary-Treasurer who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Secretary-Treasurer.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Plan and direct board meetings and complete meeting minutes. Develop and execute dues collecting procedure and complete financial reports. Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty

DISTINGUISHED CLUB BULLETIN EDITOR (O6)
This award is presented to the Club Bulletin Editor who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Bulletin Editor.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Produce and distribute the club publications using Key Club Graphic standards. Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty

OUTSTANDING CLUB DIRECTOR (O7)
This award is presented to the Club Director who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Director.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting. Execute a member liaison process and advance member attendance. Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty

OUTSTANDING CLUB COMMITTE CHAIRMAN (O8)
This award is presented to the Club Committee Chairman who demonstrates an excellent knowledge of club by-Laws and Key Club International policies and is enthusiastic about Key Club activities. Understands and execute the responsibilities of Chairman.  Fulfil the requirements for Kiwanis Family involvement and reporting.  Plan and coordination club activities and project execution. Provide Service to home, school and community with performance that occasionally goes beyond the call of duty
